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OVERVIEW: Sec. 37.2 of S.L 2016-94 allocates $11.8 million in funds appropriated to the 

Department of Environmental Quality for various water resources development projects.  The $11.8 

million includes $6.3 million in new funding for 2016-2017, and $5.5 million in funding carried 

forward from prior fiscal years.  

This section also provides for reporting and matching requirements for the funding, an earmark to 

the town of Kings Mountain of funds allocated in the provision for various repairs and upgrades to 

the John H. Moss Reservoir, and a clarification that water resources development funding may be 

used for 100% of the non-federal share for projects that are a part of the Environmental Quality 

Incentives Program administered by the Natural Resources Conservation Service of the United States 

Department of Agriculture. 

This section became effective July 1, 2016.
